VRP Eligibility Criteria (128D-33):  

Check if the proposed VRP site meets these criteria:

· The proposed VRP site is not a site listed, or proposed to be listed, on the National Priorities List pursuant to CERCLA (check with DOH PA/SI group);

· The proposed VRP site is not a site for which an order or other enforcement action has been issued under CERCLA and is still in effect (check current EPA Cerclis 3 list for Hawaii that DOH PA/SI group has);

· The proposed VRP site is not a site where the US Coast Guard has issued a federal letter of interest (call Coast Guard, Marine Safety Office, Pollution Prevention Response unit at 522-8260, X358 or X349);

· The proposed VRP site is not a site that is subject to corrective action under Subtitle C of the RCRA or chapter 342J (talk to manager of the DOH Hazardous Waste unit in the Solid & Hazardous Waste Branch);  

· The proposed VRP site is not a site that poses an imminent and substantial threat to human health, the environment, or natural resources as determined by the director;

· The requesting party has provided the department with written consent from the property owner to conduct the voluntary response action, including any restrictions of property rights; and 

· The requesting party has paid a nonrefundable application fee of $1,000 to be eligible.

Application Criteria (128D-34):  

Check if the application includes these items:

· The requesting party’s name, mailing address, telephone number, fax number, if applicable, or e-mail address;

· The property owner’s names, mailing addresses, telephone numbers, fax numbers, if applicable, or e-mail addresses;

· The property location, mailing address, street or physical location address, latitude and longitude, tax map key numbers, and telephone number for the requesting party;

· A brief description of the site, its operational history, and any known or suspected contamination;

· A listing of any permits obtained by any facility on the property;

· A description of the intended scope of work;

· A description of any civil, criminal, or administrative actions relative to the environmental matters of the subject property;

· A written consent by the property owner supporting the proposed VRP action including any restrictions of property rights; 

· The signature of the requesting party; and 

· The requesting party has provided the department with any and all reports and data pertaining to environmental investigations or response actions on the subject property.

Considerations for Denial of Applications (128D-35):  
Check if the any of the following concerns apply (attach detail if yes):

· The nature and extent of any past, current, or future actions by DOH regarding the proposed site and the impact the VRP action may have on these past, current, or future actions;

· Site eligibility based on the criteria in 128D-33 (above);

· Completeness and accurateness of the application based on criteria in 128D-34 (above);

· Inappropriate or inadequate scope of work;

· Pending litigation;

· The capacity of the requesting party or agent to carry out the response action properly;

· Questions whether the public will receive substantial benefit from the cleanup, including but not limited to environmental improvement and economic development;

· Whether the continued operation of the site or new site development will aggravate or contribute to the existing contamination or interfere with DOH’s response action;

· Whether the continued operation or new development of the property will pose health risks to the community and those persons likely to be present at the site; or

· The financial viability of the prospective purchaser. 
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
